 Union Minister for Environment, Forest, and Climate change BhupendraYadav 

confirmed the development. 

 The UP government also approved the notification of the Ranipur Wildlife Protection Act 

1973. 

 Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath has also decided to establish the Ranipur Tiger 

Conservation Foundation along with sanctioning of requisite posts. 

What Is Digital Rupee, RBI launches Its First Pilot Project  
 The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) will commence pilot launches of the digital rupee from 

November 1. It has identified nine banks for participation in the pilot launch. They are 

the State Bank of India, Bank of Baroda, Union Bank of India, HDFC Bank, ICICI 

Bank, Kotak Mahindra Bank, Yes Bank, IDFC First Bank, and HSBC. 
 A Central Bank Digital Currency (CBDC) or Digital Rupee is a digital form of currency 

notes issued by a central bank. Digital currency or rupee is an electronic form of money, 

that can be used in contactless transactions. 

 Presenting Union Budget 2022, Finance Minister NirmalaSitharaman announced that the 

Reserve Bank of India (RBI) would be rolling out its digital currency soon. 

Supreme Court Bans Two-Finger Test 
 The Supreme Court on 31 October, reiterated the ban on the “two-finger test” in rape 

cases, warning that persons using such tests will be deemed guilty 

of misconduct. 

 Observing that the test was based on a patriarchal mindset that 

assumed that sexually active women could not be raped, the 

bench of Justices DY Chandrachud and HimaKohli regretted 

that such a method of examination was being used even today. 

 This court has time and again deprecated the use of two finger-test in cases alleging 

rape and sexual assault. The so called test has no scientific basis. It instead re-victimises 

and re-traumatises women. The two finger test must not be conducted. The test is based on an 

incorrect assumption that a sexually active woman cannot be raped. Nothing can be further 

from the truth. 

Gujarat Government Set Up Committee To Implement Uniform Civil Code(UCC) 
 With Gujarat headed to Assembly elections and awaiting the release of the poll 

schedule, state Home Minister Harsh Sanghavi announced that 

the cabinet had decided to form a committee for the 

implementation of the Uniform Civil Code (UCC) in the state. 
 Gujarat is the second BJP-ruled state after Uttarakhand to 

constitute a committee of experts on the UCC. Chief Ministers of 

Himachal Pradesh and Assam, also ruled by the BJP, too 

have backed the UCC proposal. 
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 The committee will be constituted under the leadership of a retired judge of the High 

Court. The cabinet has given the Chief Minister the right to constitute the committee and it is 

expected to comprise three-four members. Its scope of work too will be decided. 

 

Tata Steel Jamshedpur India’s first to achieve ResponsibleSteel certification 
 Tata Steel has received ResponsibleSteel certification for three of 

its production facilities in Jamshedpur, Jharkhand. The steel works, 

tubes division and cold rolling mill (Bara) have joined the group of 

other steel-producing sites around the world with the certification. 

 This is a historic moment for Tata Steel and an important step in our 

sustainability journey. Globally, the steel industry is at a critical 

juncture and the larger impact of how we produce and consume steel needs to be addressed 

urgently. 

 

“Permacrisis” Is Collins Dictionary’s Word Of The Year 

 Permacrisis has been chosen as the Collins Dictionary’s word of the year. The word means 

an extended period of instability and insecurity. “Permacrisis sums 

up just how truly awful 2022 has been for so many people,” Alex 

Beecroft, head of Collins Learning told AFP. 

 ‘Permacrisis’ is a word that describes living in an age of continued 

upheaval; Collins defines the noun as ‘an extended period of 

instability and insecurity’. 

 According to The Guardian, Collins chose permacrisis as the word of the year as it “sums up 

quite succinctly how truly awful 2022 has been for so many people”. It is the top word in the 

annual compilation of the 10 new or noteworthy words from the 18-billion word database 

monitored by Collins and from other sources like social media. Permacrisis is also one of six 

new words on the list added to CollinsDictionary.com.

 106-year-old Shyam Saran Negi, the first voter of Independent India, exercised his right to 

franchise for the 34th time for the Himachal Pradesh Assembly 

elections through a postal ballot at his residence in Kinnaur 

district. 

 Negi, a teacher by profession who hails from the tribal district of 

Kinnaur in Himachal Pradesh exercised his right to franchise for 

the 34th time for the 14th VidhanSabha elections through a postal 

ballot at his home in Kalpa. He cast his vote through a postal ballot for the first time.

 Adani New Industries Ltd. has constructed a wind turbine 

in Mundra in Gujarat as part of its growth plans for renewable 

energy that is taller than the Statue of Unity and has blades that 

are broader than the wingspan of a jumbo jet. 

 Adani New Industries Limited (ANIL) has announced the 

installation of the largest wind turbine generator (WTG) in the 
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nation in Mundra, Gujarat.”

India Tops List of Countries With Cheapest Manufacturing Costs 
 India has been ranked as the nation with the cheapest manufacturing cost ahead of China 

and Vietnam, according to a report. According to the US News and World Report, out of 85 

nations, India has bagged the 31st position in the overall Best Countries ranking. 

 The report evaluates 85 countries across 73 attributes. Attributes are grouped into 10 sub-

categories, including adventure, agility, entrepreneurship, open for business, social purpose 

and quality of life. 

 Under the open-for-business sub-category, India has scored 100 per cent when it comes to 

cheap manufacturing costs. India featured at the 37th spot in the ‘Open for Business’ 

category. But in ‘favourable tax environment’, it has scored 16.2 out of 100; 18.1 in the ‘not 

corrupt’ category and 3.5 in ‘transparent government policies’. 

 

Supreme Court Upholds Constitutional Validity of EWS Quota In 3:2 Verdict  
 The Supreme Court (SC)  upheld the 10 per cent reservation for the economically 

weaker section (EWS) among forward castes in government jobs and colleges across India. 

A Bench comprising Chief Justice of India (CJI) U ULalit and Justices Dinesh 

Maheshwari, S RavindraBhat, Bela M Trivedi, and J B Pardiwala delivered the 

judgment. 
 Of the five judgments delivered, Justice RavindraBhat and CJI Lalit gave dissenting 

judgment. 
 Reading out the verdict, Justice Maheshwari said that the 103rd constitutional 

amendment for the EWS quota was valid and did not violate the basic structure of the 

Constitution. Reservation, he said, is an instrument of affirmative action to ensure an all-

inclusive march towards the goals of an egalitarian society.

 Kerala becomes the first state in India to launch uniform gold prices based on the bank rate. 

The decision to introduce a uniform price on 916 purity 22-carat gold has been taken at a 
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meeting between officials of Malabar Gold and Diamonds and 

key members of the All Kerala Gold and Silver Merchants 

Association. 

 Being a top gold-consuming state in the country, Kerala can set the 

stage for a countrywide roll-out of uniform gold prices. 

 The selling price of gold should be unified everywhere in the 

country. The gold rate should be uniform across the country based on the bank rates. 

 Gold is priced at Rs 150-300 per gram extra over the bank rate. In Kerala, gold used to be 

sold at different prices on a particular day. 

 

Prime Minister NarendraModi unveils logo, theme and website of India’s G20 

presidency 
 Prime Minister NarendraModi has unveiled India’s logo, theme and website for 

its presidency of the G20, which reflects the country’s message 

and overarching priorities to the world.

 India is projected to surpass China as the world’s most populous country in 2023, with 

each counting more than 1.4 billion residents this year, according 

to the 27th edition of the United Nations’ World Population 

Prospects, 2022. 
 The world’s population, estimated to reach 8 billion by Nov. 15 

this year, could grow to 8.5 billion in 2030, and 10.4 billion in 

2100, as the pace of mortality slows, said the report released 

on World Population Day. 

 The world’s population was growing at its slowest pace since 1950, 

having fallen below 1% in 2020, UN estimates showed. 

 In 2021, the average fertility of the world’s population stood at 2.3 births per woman over 

a lifetime, having fallen from about 5 births in 1950. Global fertility is projected to decline 

further to 2.1 births per woman by 2050. 

 

Uttarakhand High Court to be shifted to Haldwani from Nainital 
 The Uttarakhand High Court will be shifted from Nainital to Haldwani. This decision 

was taken in a cabinet meeting held under the chairmanship of 

Chief Minister Pushkar Singh Dhami in Dehradun. Uttarakhand 

cabinet has also decided to make strict amendments in the 

conversion law, wherein forced conversion will now be a 

cognizable offence. 

 With provision of 10 years of punishment under the new law. For 

this, a bill will be brought in the assembly. The Centre has handed over a 45-acre area near 

Haldwani for the high court. On October 27, the Central government handed over 45 acres of 

HMT land in Ranibag, near Haldwani, to the state government for its possible use to benefit 

the people of the area.

(‘Polo’) in the state. 

 The foundation stone for this airport was laid by the PM 

in 2019. The airport, which has been developed in an area of over 690 acres, at the cost of 

more than Rs 640 crore is expected to play a major role in improving connectivity and will 

also contribute to the growth of trade and tourism in the region, said DilipSajnani, 

Director, Airport Authority of India. 
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 The airport has a 2300 m runway and is well suited for all weather day operations. The 

airport terminal is a modern building, which promotes energy efficiency, renewable energy 

and the recycling of resources. 

 

Cambridge Dictionary announced ‘Homer’ as Word of the Year 2022 
 The Cambridge Dictionary has revealed its word of the year for 2022 as “homer”, saying 

that it was inspired by the global word game 

sensation, Wordle. The word ”homer” was searched for nearly 

75,000 times during the first week of May 2022, when it was 

an answer in the word game Wordle. 

 In the context of the game, ”homer” doesn’t refer to the Greek 

poet and author, or a character from Simpson, but refers to an 

informal American English word for a ‘home run’ in baseball. 

Cambridge Dictionary also saw other five-letter words surging in search in 2022 due to 

the “Wordle effect”. 

 The American spelling of “humor” caused the second-highest spike in 2022, followed 

by ”caulk”, ”tacit, and ”bayou”, the third, fourth, and fifth place respectively. Cambridge 

said that the decision to choose this word was influenced by the famous game ‘Wordle’. 

 

India Launches Official Website And Theme of SCO 2023 
 India has launched the official website of the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation 

(SCO) as it will host the next SCO summit as a chairman of organisation in 2023. The 

website highlights the events that will be undertaken under the chairmanship of India next 

year. 

Prime Minister NarendraModi had 

floated the concept of SECURE at the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation (SCO) summit 

in China in 2018.

It is also susceptible to landslides, due to heavy rain that causes many 

fatalities and physical damage each monsoon season.

 The current management will continue for two years as part 

of the deal. Chauhan’s ill health and daughter Jayanti’s 

lack of interest in the business is driving him to sell off the company. Selling Bisleri was a 

painful decision, he said, but believes that the Tata Group will take ‘even better’ care of it. 

 There have been other interested parties such as Reliance Retail, Nestle and Danone. The 

report stated that talks between Tata and Chauhan have been going on for the past two years.

 The formal invitation was handed over when external affairs 

minister S Jaishankar met Sisi in Cairo on October 16 during an 

official visit to Egypt, the people said. Egypt is among the nine 

guest countries invited to the G20 Summit under India’s 

presidency in 2023.

India and Vistara, with SIA getting a 25.1 per cent stake in the 

merged entity at an investment of Rs 2,058.5 crore ($250 

million) in Air India as part of the transaction. 
 The 25.1 per cent stake will be in an enlarged Air India group – 

it will have Air India, Vistara, AirAsia India and Air India 

Express – and the merger of all airlines is targeted for 

completion by March 2024, subject to regulatory approvals. The 
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group is already in the process of merging Air India Express and AirAsia India into one 

entity that will provide low-cost flight options. 

Mumbai ranks 22nd in Global Prime Cities Index by Knight Frank 
 Mumbai stood at 22nd rank in a global index that measures annual price appreciation of 

premium residential properties, according to Knight Frank. In its 

report on ‘Prime Global Cities Index Q3 (July-September) 

2022’, Property consultant Knight Frank said that all three Indian 

cities: Mumbai, Bengaluru and New Delhi, registered an increase 

in average annual prices in the third quarter of 2022. 

 The report further cited that Dubai recorded the fastest rise in 

prime prices with an 88.8 per cent increase during a 12-month 

change (Q3 2021- Q3 2022), while Wellington was the weakest performing market with a 

decline of 18 per cent. 

 Some European cities registered strong performance in prime prices during Q3 

2022. Zurich (10.7%), Edinburgh (9.9%), Berlin (9.4%), Dublin (8.6%), and Madrid 

(5.6%) have all risen the rankings in the last 12 months despite the drop-in sentiment and the 

slowdown in the Eurozone’s economy. 

FSSAI approved Yak as a ‘food animal’ 
 The Himalayan Yak has been approved as a ‘food animal’ by the Food Safety and 

Standard Authority of India (FSSAI). The move is expected to 

help slow the decline of the high-altitude bovine animal population 

by incorporating it into the conventional milk and meat industries, 

according to an official at the National Research Centre (NRC) on 

Yak in Dirang, West Kameng district, Arunachal Pradesh. The 

‘food animal’ tag will become official once it is notified in the 

gazette following approval by a competent authority. 

 In India, Yak is found throughout the Himalayan region — Arunachal Pradesh, Sikkim, 

North Bengal, Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh, Ladakh and Jammu and Kashmir.

 Brazil’s electoral authority said that LuizIncio Lula da Silva of the leftist Worker’s Party 

defeated incumbent JairBolsonaro to become the country’s next 

president. 

 With 98.8 per cent of the votes tallied in the runoff vote, da Silva 

had 50.8 per cent and Bolsonaro 49.2 per cent, and the election 

authority said da Silva’s victory was a mathematical certainty. Da 

Silva’s inauguration is scheduled to take place on January 1, 2023. 

 Da Silva the country’s former president from 2003-2010 has 

promised to restore the country’s more prosperous past, yet faces headwinds in a polarised 

society. His victory marks the first time since Brazil’s 1985 return to democracy that the 

sitting president has failed to win reelection. His inauguration is scheduled to take place on 

January 1.

Netanyahu And Allies Again Wins Israel Elections  
 Former Israeli prime minister Benjamin Netanyahu sealed his return to power, as the 

final vote count from elections this week gave him and his far-right 

allies a clear majority in parliament. 

 Results released by the electoral commission said that with 99 per 

cent of votes counted, Netanyahu’s right-wing Likud party had 

earned 32 seats in Israel’s 120-seat parliament, the Knesset. 

 Combined with 18 for two ultra-Orthodox Jewish parties and 14 for 

the rising extreme-right alliance called Religious Zionism gave the 

bloc supporting Netanyahu 64 seats. 

 The parties backing centrist caretaker Prime Minister YairLapid won 51 seats, a definitive 

win for Netanyahu that spells an end to Israel’s unprecedented era of political deadlock, 

which forced five elections in less than four years. 

 Shyam Saran Negi, Born in July 1917, voted for the first time in 1951 in the general 

elections of India and has voted for sixteen times in LokSabha Elections. He cast his vote in 

every LokSabha, VidhanSabha and all local bodies right after 1951. He has also been made 

a state election icon in 2014. 

Switzerland created record for operating the longest passenger train  
 Switzerland is now home to the world’s longest passenger train. The train has 100 coaches, 

measures 1910 metres and consists of 4,550 seats. The train 

was seen passing through the mountainous landscape in 

the Swiss Alps. 

 Celebrating the 175th anniversary of Switzerland’s first railway, 

the country’s railway operators came together to create the new 

Guinness World Record-holding train which tows 100 carriages, 

weighs 2,990 tons, and measures 1.91 km (1.19 miles) long.

Russia Becomes India’s Top Oil Supplier In October 
 Surpassing traditional suppliers Saudi Arabia and Iraq, Russia has emerged as the top oil 

supplier to India in October. This comes amid an ongoing war 

between Russia and Ukraine that has also seen many Western 

nations issue sanctions against Russian Federation. 

 The data shows that Russia, which made up for just 0.2 per 

cent of all oil imported by India in the year to March 31, 2022, 

supplied 935,556 barrels per day (bpd) of crude oil to India in 

October — the highest ever. Russia now supplies almost 22% 

of India’s total crude imports, ahead of Iraq’s 20.5 per cent and Saudi Arabia’s 16 per cent. 

 

Netherlands Turns Top Buyer of Indian Petro-Products Amid Ukraine War  
 The Netherlands has emerged as the top destination for India’s petroleum 

product exports such as petrol and diesel in the first half of the current fiscal year. This 

change comes in the wake of the Ukraine war, with India continuing to buy discounted 

crude oil from sanctions-hit Russia. 
 This bump in exports has also resulted in the Netherlands becoming the third biggest 

market for India’s overall exports, thereby replacing China. China is now displaced to the 

4th position, accounting for just 3.3% of total outbound shipments.

US Treasury Removes India From Its Currency Monitoring List 
 The US Department of Treasury removed India along with Italy, Mexico, Thailand and 

Vietnam from its Currency Monitoring List. China, Japan, 

Korea, Germany, Malaysia, Singapore, and Taiwan are the 

seven economies that are a part of the current monitoring list, 

the Department of Treasury said in its biannual report to the 

Congress. 

 China’s failure to publish foreign exchange intervention and 

broader lack of transparency around key features of its exchange rate mechanism makes it 

an outlier among major economies and warrants Treasury’s close monitoring, said the report. 

 The move came on a day when Secretary of the Treasury Janet Yellen visited New Delhi 

and held talks with Finance Minister NirmalaSitharaman. On her first visit to India, 

United States Treasury Secretary Janet Yellen quoted President Joe Biden, saying that India 

is an “indispensable partner to the United States”. India had been on the list for the last 

two years. 

ASEAN Agreed to Admit East Timor as 11th member 
 The Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN) has agreed in 

principle to admit East Timor as the group’s 11th member, the 10 

member-bloc said in a statement, more than a decade after the country 

requested membership. 
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 The half-island nation, officially called Timor Leste, will also be granted observer status 

at high-level ASEAN meetings, the bloc said after regional leaders met in Phnom Penh for 

a summit. The country would be the first new member of the regional grouping in more 

than two decades, since Cambodia was admitted in 1999. 

 East Timor province remained in Portuguese possession until 1975, when one of the 

major political parties there, Fretilin (Revolutionary Front for an Independent East 

Timor), gained control of much of the territory and in November declared its independence 

as the Democratic Republic of East Timor. 

17th G20 Summit Begins in Bali, Indonesia 
 World leaders from across the planet, including Prime Minister NarendraModi, US 

President Joe Biden, and Chinese President Xi Jinping, have 

converged in Indonesia, for the 17th Group of 20 (G20) Summit, 

taking place in the city of Bali.  
 The two-day summit is themed “Recover Together, Recover 

Stronger” and focuses on global economic recovery, global 

health architecture, digital transformation, sustainable energy 

transition and climate change, among other topics. 

 The conference could possibly see Modi-Xi interacting one-on-

one since the Galwan border clash in June 2020. In the list of firsts, US President Biden met 

with his Chinese counterpart for the first time since taking office. Their meeting came amid 

a time of uncertainty and increased tensions between the superpowers. 

Day of Eight Billion: United Nations 
 On 15 November 2022, the world’s population is projected to reach 8 billion people, a 

milestone in human development. This unprecedented growth is due 

to the gradual increase in human lifespan owing to improvements in 

public health, nutrition, personal hygiene and medicine. It is also the 

result of high and persistent levels of fertility in some countries. 

 This projection was revealed in the United Nation’s World 

Population Prospectus 2022. The prospectus was released on World 

Population Day, which fell on July 11. However, it began garnering 

widespread attention only recently with the day of 8 billion fast approaching. 

 While it took the global population 12 years to grow from 7 to 8 billion, it will take 

approximately 15 years—until 2037— for it to reach 9 billion, a sign that the overall growth 

rate of the global population is slowing.

Russia Replaces China to Become the Biggest Supplier of Fertilizers to India 
 Russia has become India’s biggest fertilizer supplier for the first time. Russian 

exporters reportedly grabbed a 21% share of the Indian 

fertilizer market in the first half of the 2022-23 fiscal 

year, overtaking China, previously India’s largest supplier. 

 Russian exports reportedly surged 371%, to a record 2.15 

million tons from April to October. In monetary terms, India’s 

imports over this period increased by 765%, to $1.6 billion. 

Russia’s share of Indian fertilizer imports was hovering around 

6% during the last fiscal year, while China’s stood at 24%. In the first half of 2022-

23, China’s exports to India halved to 1.78 million tons amid growing Russian supplies. 

 Global prices for fertilizers jumped in March after the US, the EU and allied states 

introduced sanctions against fertilizer supplies from Russia and Belarus. While Western 

countries have since backtracked on the ban, Russia has found new markets, mostly in Asia, 

for its exports. 

US Bans the Use of Chinese Companies Huawei, ZTE Telecom Equipment Sales 
 The Biden administration has banned approvals of new telecommunications equipment 

from China’s Huawei Technologies and ZTE because they 

pose “an unacceptable risk” to U.S. national security. 

 The U.S. Federal Communications Commission (FCC) said, it 

had adopted the final rules, which also bar the sale or import of 

equipment made by China’s surveillance equipment maker 

Dahua Technology, video surveillance firm Hangzhou 

Hikvision Digital Technology and telecoms firm Hytera 

Communications Corp. 
 The five-member FCC said, it had voted unanimously to adopt new rules that will block the 

importation or sale of the targeted products. 

Australia’s Great Barrier Reef TO be listed as a World Heritage Site 
 UN panel has recommended that Australia’s Great Barrier Reef should be listed as 

a World Heritage site that is in danger. The UN also informed 

that the world’s biggest coral reef ecosystem was significantly 

impacted by climate change and the warming of oceans. 

 Frequent bleaching events are threatening the reef, including 

four over the last seven years and the first during a La Nina 

phenomenon. 
 A report by UNESCO informed that the resilience of the Reef to recover from climate 

change impacts is substantially compromised. 

 The report was expected to be released ahead of the UNESCO World Heritage 

committee meeting however it was postponed due to the Russia-Ukraine war. 
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New Zealand Supreme Court Rules Voting Age of 18 is Discriminatory in the Country 
 New Zealand’s voting age has been ruled discriminatory by the country’s highest court. 

The case was brought by advocacy group make it 16 in 2020, in a 

bid to lower the voting age from 18 to 16. 

 The Supreme Court found the current voting age of 18 

was inconsistent with the country’s Bill of Rights, which gives 

people a right to be free from age discrimination when they turn 

16. 

 The group argues there is no reason to stop 16 year olds 

voting when they can drive, work full-time and pay tax.

Statista is a Germany-based private organisation that 

provides data and statistics about various issues worldwide.

The total global 

military expenditure reached USD 2113 billion in 2021.

The batter 

accomplished this feat in his side’s final Super 12 stage match 

against Zimbabwe in Melbourne cricket ground (MCG), Australia. 

 In the match, Suryakumar put his perfect finishing touches to 

make sure India finished their innings on a high. He scored 61 not 

out of just 25 balls, consisting of six fours and four sixes. In 28 

innings this year, Suryakumar has scored 1,026 runs at an average of 44.60. 

Syed Mushtaq Ali Trophy T20: Mumbai beats Himachal in final to clinch maiden title 
 Domestic giants Mumbai produced a near-perfect performance to beat Himachal 

Pradesh by three wickets in the final and won their 

maiden Syed Mushtaq Ali T20 Trophy title at Eden 

Gardens, Kolkata. The 15th edition of the Syed Mushtaq Ali 

Trophy, a Twenty20(T20) competition that is played in India, 

was held from 11th October 2022 to 5th November 2022. 

 Put into bat first, Himachal posted a total of 143/8 in 20 overs 

with EkantSen (37 off 29) top-scoring for them. In reply, 

Mumbai chased down the target in 19.3 overs with three wickets in hand. Sarfaraz 

Khan scored 36 runs and TanushKotian claimed three wickets, which paved the way to win 

the trophy.

 Indian star cricketer, ViratKohli has scripted history as he became the first batter in history 

to reach 4000 runs in T20 Internationals.

 Earlier, Kohli became the all-time leading run-scorer in the men’s 

T20 World Cups against Bangladesh in Adelaide, 

overtaking MahelaJayawardene’s record of 1016 runs, which was 

set in 2014. Kohli, remarkably, raced to the magnificent milestone 

while batting at an average of 53.34. He is the only batter in the 

shortest format to average over 50 and reached the milestone in 115 matches.

 Spaniard Carlos Alcaraz has become the youngest year-end ATP World Number 

1, making him the first teenager to achieve this feat. Alcaraz has shown an incredible rise in 

the world of tennis this year. 

 He soared from number 32 to the top of this sport’s mountain on September 12, which is also 

the biggest jump to number one in 50 editions of year-end ATP rankings. 
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22nd FIFA World Cup 2022 kick starts in Al Khor, Qatar

 On December 18, 2022, Qatar’s National Day, the opening game takes place at Al Bayt 

Stadium in Al Khor between Qatar and Ecuador.  

 The name of the football to be used during the world cup is Al Rihla. 

 The official mascot of the Qatar World Cup is La’eeb. The adventurous, fun and curious 

La’eeb was unveiled during the Qatar 2022 Final Draw, which took place in Doha on April 1, 

following a tradition that was initiated in England 1966.

 In the Abu Dhabi Grand Prix Sebastian Vettel finished in 10th 

place, the last one of his career. Vettel received a guard of 

honour from his fellow competitors before the race. 

 

Novak Djokovic Won 6th ATP Finals Singles Title 
 Novak Djokovic won the sixth ATP Finals singles title win beating Casper Ruud from 

Norway. Novak Djokovic defeated the opponent by 7-5, 6-3 to walk 

away with a historic payday of $4.7m. Novak Djokovic has equaled 

the record of six ATP title wins of Roger Federer. 

 The ATP Finals is the season-ending championship of the ATP 

Tour. It is the most significant event in the annual ATP calendar 

after the four majors as it features the top-eight singles players 

and top-eight doubles teams based on their results throughout the 

season. 

 

ManikaBatra: First Indian woman to win medal at Asian Cup 

Table Tennis 
 ManikaBatra, the Indian Table Tennis player, became the first 

Indian woman to win a medal at the Asian Cup Table Tennis 

Tournament. Manika defeated World no.6 HinaHayata of Japan in 

the Asian Cup 2022 in the women’s singles bronze medal match in 

Bangkok, Thailand. Union Minister KirenRijiju appreciated 

ManikaBatra for her performance and spectacular achievement. 
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 ManikaBatra defeated HinaHayata by 4-2 in the medal match. 

 ManikaBatra led the match by 2-1, but Hayata seemed poised to level the match with a 10-6 

lead in the fourth game. 

Cristiano Ronaldo Becomes First Male Player to Score in 5 World Cups 
 Cristiano Ronaldo creates history as he became the first male player to score in five World 

Cups in Portugal’s opening game in Qatar against Ghana. Cristiano 

Ronaldo scored in the 65th minute from the penalty spot to open the 

scoring at Doha’s stadium 974, which was also the 118th goal of his 

country. 

 The 37-year-old striker converted a penalty in the 65th minute to 

give Portugal a 1-0 lead. 

 He has now scored a goal in every World Cup since 2006 when he 

again converted a penalty against Iran in the group stage. 

 Ronaldo scored at the 2010 World Cup in South Africa and another at the 2014 tournament 

in Brazil, and four in 2018 Russia. 

 
Canada Won First Davis Cup Title After Defeating Australia 

 Canada won their first Davis Cup title after Felix Auger-Aliassime beat Australia’s Alex 

de Minaur by 6-3, 6-4 in the second match of the finals. Felix Auger-Aliassime, who is 

world number six, had to guard against three break points in the first set but also found his 

rhythm in the eighth game. 

 The 2022 Davis Cup is the 110th edition of the Davis Cup, a tournament between national 

teams in men’s tennis. It is sponsored by Rakuten. The Russian Tennis Federation were the 

defending champions, but they and Belarus were eliminated from competing in international 

events due to the 2022 Russian invasion of Ukraine. 

RiturajGaikwad smashes 7 sixes in an over to make world record 
 RuturajGaikwad hit a world record seven sixes in the 49th over of Maharashtra’s Vijay 

Hazare Trophy quarter-final against Uttar Pradesh in Ahmedabad, 

Gujarat. RiturajGaikwad, playing for Maharashtra, became the first 

batsman in List-A cricket to hit 7 sixes in an over in the quarter-

finals. 
 Gaikwad made this record against Uttar Pradesh in Ahmedabad. He 

remained unbeaten after scoring 220 runs off 159 balls. 

 This is his first double century in List-A cricket, before that 187 not 

out was his best score. In the 49th over of the innings, he scored 43 runs including 7 sixes on 

left arm spinner Shiva Singh.

 Elaben was the Chairperson of Sabarmati Ashram and 

recently resigned as the Chancellor of Mahatma Gandhi-

founded Gujarat Vidhyapith. In 2007, she became the part 

of a group of world leaders called the Elders, founded by 

Nelson Mandela to promote human rights and peace across 

the world. 

 

Father of modern election science, Sir David Butler, passes away at 98 
 Sir David Butler, dubbed the “father of election science”, has died at the age of 98. He was 

born on the 17th of October 1924, Butler became a diligent 

student of philosophy, politics, and economics at New College, 

Oxford. His studies were disrupted when he was commissioned 

as a lieutenant to serve in the Second World War. 

 Butler developed upon a longforgotten Edwardian equation 

called “the cube rule” for his research on elections as an 

undergraduate. He discovered that he was able to estimate the 

total number of seats won from the polling numbers, enabling him to forecast the seats likely 

to be won by any party based on opinion polls. 

 

Batman legend voice actor Kevin Conroy passes away 
 Kevin Conroy, an actor and voice actor best known for playing Batman in several animated 

movies and series, has passed away at the age of 66. Kevin 

played Batman in a variety of projects, and Mark Hamill took 

on the role of the Joker. The acclaimed animated series, which 

launched in 1992 and continued until 1996, is where Conroy 

first voiced Batman. 

 His portrayal of Batman in various other DC productions, 

including the video games Injustice and Batman: 

Arkham, has received a lot of positive attention. He also 
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appeared in several DC Universe Animated Original Movies, including Batman: Gotham 

Knight (2008), Superman/Batman: Public Enemies (2009), Justice League: Doom (2012), 

Batman: The Killing Joke (2016), and Justice League vs. the Fatal Five (2019).

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attention to the sanitation crises were given focus by the UN in 2010 when they officially 

recognised the right to water and sanitation as human rights.
